	We aim to prioritise our most disadvantaged pupils, through high-quality teaching and targeted support and intervention where needed and provide them with the skills they need to be resilient, adaptable, and equipped to deal with whatever challenges our rapidly changing world may hold for them 
To continue to ensure the outcomes for pupils in receipt of pupil premium are at least in line with those of peers in school across the curriculum. 
Almost 20% of our pupils in receipt of pupil premium have identified special educational needs and a number have been, or are, under the care of the Local Authority. In all cases we strive to ensure all our pupils make excellent progress. We believe that all our pupils benefit from high quality teaching every day and we ensure our strategy provides for this with further additional intervention through one to one and small group teaching. We have accessed this using our current staff in school but also accessing training through the National Tutoring Programme. 
We have recently identified a small group of pupils who are not making the progress we would expect, despite specific intervention, and so our strategy for 2023-2025 focuses on the needs of this group. Our SLT work to ensure high aspiration and high-quality provision for all pupils in receipt of pupil premium. 
Ensure the well-being needs of all pupils in receipt of pupil premium funding are met to ensure they are on track to make or exceed expected progress and attainment. 
We intend to provide opportunities for children to develop as independent, confident, and successful learners with high aspirations, who know how to make a positive contribution to their community and wider society. This has been particularly evident for children on entry to EYFS. We have established a successful induction programme which is now embedded in school and a weekly Forest School session for our youngest children. EYFS also have their own Emotional Literacy Support teacher early intervention helps to remove these barriers sooner in the child’s education. Lockdown has seen an increase in pupils’ emotional and social needs that impact on learning with increases in both pupil and adult mental health and wellbeing needs. Our strategy includes a highly experienced Pupil and Family Support Officer in school. She works with our team, with external professionals and with our pupils and families directly.

Part B: Review of the previous academic year
Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils
	Review: 2024 - 2025
Challenges 1&2: Our pupil premium children as a group are not making as rapid progress as non-pupil premium children. 
The attainment of our pupil premium children is lower than that of non-pupil premium children at the end of KS2. 
Intended outcome: Improved reading, writing and maths attainment among disadvantaged pupils.
Last year, the new progression documents for maths, alongside the support of White Rose planning and assessment tools, continued to support monitoring and identification of gaps for pupils. Mastering number and number sense were embedded in KS1 and KS2, with regular assessment to ensure the commitment of facts to memory. 
Pathways to writing was introduced in September 2024 and is now implemented across KS1 and KS2, with the English lead supporting all year groups in their planning and implementation of this programme. The scheme is a structured, mastery-based writing curriculum that is designed to support our pupils’ progress through progressive skill development, consistent practice and purposeful assessment. Our pupils now go on a gradual journey through ‘Gateway’ lessons that hook them into their new topic area, build vocabulary, discuss context and set the purpose/audience. They then access ‘Pathway’ lessons, which provide active skill development through modelled examples and scaffolding, blending short and extended writing tasks. Finally, they access ‘Writeaway’ – independent extended writing where pupils plan, draft, edit and publish a final piece that integrates their newly acquired skills. The impact of introducing ‘Pathways to writing’ has resulted in an improved, appropriate and consistent pitch across all year groups and we are seeing improved outcomes during our internal moderation of books. This scheme will continue to develop over the next year. 
To support the English lessons and continue to develop and refine our adaptive teaching cycle, one year group explored the use of Widgit and AI in English lessons for a term before presenting their findings and impact to the rest of the school. Teachers founds that this support resulted in high level vocabulary being used in writing and a better quality of writing at length, particularly for PPG pupils.  
Now, the whole school is exploring the use of these tools to enhance practice and support the progress of our vulnerable learners.

To specifically support our spelling and handwriting across the school, our daily timetable was changed from September 2024 to allow for an additional 30-minute learning time in the morning rather than the afternoon. During this time, we introduced a 15-minute spelling teach and 15 minutes daily handwriting following the Penpals handwriting programme. School book monitoring demonstrated good progress in handwriting presentation.
After school tutoring was provided to 21% of PPG pupils from year 2 – year 6 to support closing gaps and target arithmetic facts during 2024 - 2025. After school phonics was also provided for year 1 pupils and pupils in year 2 that did not meet the required standard for the phonics screening test, with good progress demonstrated from the previous year.

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Challenge 3: 20% coupled vulnerability having an additional special educational need, behaviour or attachment and trauma.  
Intended outcomes: Improved reading, writing and maths attainment among disadvantaged pupils.
To achieve and sustain improved wellbeing for all pupils in our school, particularly our disadvantaged pupils.  
End of year data 2024 – 2025
22% of PPG pupils had SEND at the end of 2024/2025 (17 pupils out of 78)
35% of these SEND pupils have an EHCP (6 pupils). An additional 2 EHCNAs were requested and granted at the end of the academic year 2024 – 2025 to support 2 pupils moving to secondary (one Shropshire LA and one T&W). 
In 2024 – 2025, 4 PPG/SEND pupils in receipt of an EHCP accessed an additional SEND provision two afternoons a week, led by the SENDCo and supported by the school’s educational psychologist. This provision focussed on supporting language, communication and social interaction, using EHCP targets and targets from the Liverpool Social communication journal. Using VERPs (video enhanced reflective practice) with our educational psychologist, we demonstrated positive progress in social and functional communication of our target pupils. We aim to continue to enhance this provision over the following year. 
Additional focus was provided to support more vulnerable PPG pupils with SEND, as a lunchtime support group was created, focussing on structured activities and clear modelling from adults to support social development (4 PPG/SEND pupils accessed).

“The school establishes clear expectations for pupils’ behaviour from the early years onwards. They have recently placed a renewed emphasis on recognising good behaviour. The school is a calm and orderly place. Disruption to learning is rare, in part because pupils are keen to learn and enjoy what they do. Pupils are proud of their school and take care over their work.” (Ofsted September 2023)

Challenge 4: Many of our pupil premium children do not have the rich and varied experiences as non-pupil premium children seem to have meaning knowledge of the world and vocabulary acquisition is limited.
Intended outcomes: Improved oral language skills and vocabulary among disadvantaged pupils. 
To achieve and sustain improved wellbeing for all pupils in our school, particularly our disadvantaged pupils.  
Rich and varied experiences: 
“Visitors and trips out of school help pupils to engage with their learning. A well- planned programme of residential visits contributes to developing pupils’ character. Pupils have opportunities to take up positions of responsibility and to influence how the school runs.” (Ofsted September 2023)
All pupils are encouraged and supported to attend residential trips and activities. During 2024 – 2025, residential trips ran in years 4, 5 and 6 and year 5 attended Young Voices. All year groups went on trips to complement their learning in lessons. Telford music service provided live musical performances for all pupils to enjoy, and Rocksteady performed for a variety of year groups. During 2024 – 2025, 3 PPG pupils were supported to access Rock Steady. All children had the opportunity to visit the cinema and visits to the Exotic Zoo, Think Tank and an Egyptian Day were supported. Picture News was also purchased for use across the school to encourage our pupils to think critically, explore ‘big questions’, enhance their vocabulary and build safe exposure to current events to support their global and cultural awareness whilst reinforcing British Values and citizenship, alongside their moral, spiritual, social and cultural development. 
After school clubs continued to be offered, with a focus on providing and funding places for PPG pupils. During 2023 – 2024, 52 PPG pupils accessed an after-school club. This year, 67 PPG pupils accessed an after-school club (86%). Of the 11 pupils who did not attend an organised after school club, 2 stayed for the wrap around after school care, and an additional 2 pupils accessed the free breakfast club that was offered to all pupils during a trial in the summer term. Our free breakfast club is now available to all pupils (from Sept 2025).  
We continue our journey with OPAL as we develop lunchtime activities to ensure that all pupils are engaged and included as we devise areas and activities that support different types of play. To facilitate this, staff engaged in training with our OPAL mentor and Tas now support 30 minutes of lunchtime. Activities available to pupils include den building, loose parts exploration, a digging pit, outdoor gym, supported sports, arts/craft, quiet zones, mud kitchens, small world play, water play. Children also access a large sandpit that was constructed over the summer of 2025. 
“At social times, they make good use of a wide range of playground equipment.” (Ofsted September 2023)
Language acquisition: 
Language acquisition continues to be an important part of our daily lessons, and we have placed emphasis on this within our lesson delivery. Key vocabulary and topic vocabulary is highlighted within the learning and often supported by visuals to aid all learners. The online Widgit tool is being explored and used to enhance vocabulary development.

ELSEC and SALT support:
During 2024 – 2025, we were part of the ELSEC pilot study for Telford and Wrekin allowing us to continue to develop our understanding and implementation of speech and language support. During this process, we accessed Talkboost training and coaching for 2 Tas and had an ELSEC mentor in school regularly supporting our work. We were assigned a SALT professional to check our progress and provide training for Concept Cat which we plan to deliver in our new nursery that opens in September 2025. 
During this process, we received two communication audits of Reception and year 1, identifying positive points and next steps to support our communication environment. From this, we organised Makaton training to support our sign work for staff in Reception and KS1. We also implemented tools into our newly developed SEND provision. 
Extract from feedback:
“I also wanted to say how lovely your hub offer is and how the children we saw clearly love being part of it. The range of communication strategies you are using is varied, meaning that you are taking all the best bits from the audits and adding them to your own strategies:
· Makaton
· Boards celebrating children’s work and efforts in whatever they do
· Choice boards that use Widgit
· Snack time boards to develop vocabulary eg. Sour, juicy 
· Sentence building activities with a choice of content.
It is all so wonderfully inclusive, especially for your pupil who is mostly non-verbal. In a world where there seems to be an ever-increasing number of complex children walking through our doors.

Talkboost programme: all pupils in Reception and Year 1 were assessed 
Reception pupils 2024 – 2025: 9/11 PPG pupils required Talkboost. 7/9 (78%) progressed from amber to green and completed the programme successfully. 
2/9 (22%) made progressed in the amber band but stayed in amber. These two pupils will be re-tested in year 1 next year to see if KS1 talkboost is required. 
Year 1 pupils 2024 – 2025: 7/10 PPG pupils required Talkboost. 6/7 (86%) progressed from amber to green and completed the programme. 1 pupil remained red (EHCP pupil). 
Narrative SALT programme: 1 PPG pupil in Reception accessed the narrative intervention due to being too low for Talkboost. He made good progress through the intervention and successfully completed 100% of the programme which assessed his use of vocabulary, grammatical structures, storytelling and narrative skills.  
Next year, we plan to utilise one of our trained Tas to continue the offer of Talkboost. We plan to introduce Concept Cat into our new nursery and develop an ‘Inclusion and Well-being council’ made up of KS2 pupils who will lead on developing our use of Makaton across the school and at home for our families. 
Challenge 5:  Many of our pupil premium children require emotional health and well-being support due to difficulties outside school that then impact on their progress and attainment in school.
Intended outcome: To achieve and sustain improved wellbeing for all pupils in our school, particularly our disadvantaged pupils.   
Many of our pupil premium children require emotional health and well-being support due to difficulties outside school that then impact on their progress and attainment in school. 
Qualitative data and observations indicated that wellbeing and mental health is still significantly impacted, with a particularly marked increase in pupil anxiety. We used pupil premium funding to provide wellbeing support for pupils, and targeted interventions where required. 
Support included a new Soft Start club running from 8:30 – 9:00, well-being check-ins, 1:1 ELSA sessions, Early Help support and support through Child in Need core groups. 3 pupils had funded places in Rocksteady and 86% attended after school clubs. 7 PPG pupils (3 SEND) also accessed Telford and Wrekin private music lessons for guitar and keyboard. In 2024 – 2025, we had 16 pupils access private music lessons with T&W music services, 44% of those pupils were PPG.  
End of year data 2024 – 2025:
3 PPG pupils (also SEN) accessed ASD well-being toolkit for girls. 3 PPG pupils (also SEN) accessed soft start club. 4 PPG pupils (3 with SEND) accessed additional lunchtime support twice a week with the SENDCo. 8 PPG pupils (3 SEN) accessed ELSA sessions over the year.

	During 2025 – 2026, we are participating in research-based projects as we continually aim to enhance our school provision. 
Year 1: 
Project:
The OTTO Club, a programme which aims to improve children’s motor and handwriting skills, developed by a team of Occupational Therapists. 
Year 5: 
Project 1: 
Selected as the control group for a trial on lesson planning using the AI lesson assistant, Aila. Supported by NFER and affiliated with Education Endowment Foundation and National Oak Academy. 
Project 2:
Rehearsal Room Writing – trial (Royal Shakespeare company)
Trial to test the impact of training teachers to use rehearsal room strategies to improve Year 5 pupils’ writing ability. Rehearsal room strategies, designed by the Royal Shakespeare Company, employ Shakespeare texts to work with pupils through active, communal and oracy focused activities. This is a whole-class programme which aims to improve pupils’ writing through using rehearsal room techniques that actively engages with the stories and language of Shakespeare’s plays. Teachers will be trained to use these and integrate them within their own English schemes of work.  In the rehearsal room lessons, pupils work collaboratively in groups to engage with the world, story, characters and language of the play(s). They might use games, freeze frames, soundscapes, character profiles, pictures and choral readings as active ways of working with the Shakespearean content, leading to a variety of writing outputs. 
Our year 5 teachers will attend three separate sets of training (five days in total) with the RSC in Stratford-Upon-Avon, across the autumn and spring terms. We will then deliver at least 20 hours of lessons using rehearsal room techniques between November 2025 and June 2026. 
Programmes that use talk, high-quality reading materials and drama activities show promise for improving outcomes in writing. The RSC’s own research ​‘Time to Act’ suggested that Rehearsal Room Writing had a positive impact on pupils’ writing outcomes.
During 2025 - 2026, we will launch a new Inclusion and Wellbeing council that will lead on the implementation of Zones of Regulation to support children’s ability to recognise, understand and know how to respond to their emotions. 
In addition, 20 staff members will receive intensive training in Theraplay in January 2026 to support staffs understanding of this attachment-based therapy to help continue to strengthen relationships through fun, interactive play. Our hope is that this will continue to enhance emotional regulation and behaviour, strengthen social skills, and cognitive gains and support our trauma-informed approach embedded within school life. 
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
